Precautions

*  We will only resume Sunday morning worship, for now.

e There will be no Adult Choir and Praise First will model
distancing.

*  We encourage all worshipers to wear masks. (We will have masks
available.)

*  We encourage you to arrive early for worship and enter by the
doors at the back of the Sanctuary or by the door at the top of the
ramp.

e  We will suspend our ‘Meet and Greet’ during the service.

* Abox will be available for tithes and offerings. You may also
give on-line or mail contributions to the church.

* Social Distancing - will be modeled on the platform.
* Every other pew will be blocked off.

e Families will be encouraged to sit together.

e All others should be 6 feet apart.

* Please observe one person at a time in the restrooms.

* For now, we will not provide nursery care or children’s church,
but we will provide additional children’s worship materials and we
will dedicate a portion of the worship time for the children.
